1. Complete the Knowledge Reviews at the end of each assigned chapter in the PADI Advanced
Open Water Manual prior to each day of diving. Failure to complete and turn in these
assignments will preclude me from participating in any class activities.

2. All text and support materials are required for each academic development session. If you do not
bring in your materials you will be required to purchase new materials.

3. Students are required to have in their possession a Mask, Snorkel and Fins for the all the water
training segments. This equipment is not rented and is available for purchase in the store.

4, Students are required to have in their possession all equipment necessary to complete the

chosen Specialty Dives. For example, you will need a Flashlight for a Night Dive or a timing
device for the navigation dive. This equipment is not rented and is available for purchase in the
store.

5. The student understands that there are Five open water dives required for certification. These
dives are pre-scheduled (unless prior arrangements were made). Failure to “show-up” to the
diving activities will result in a $100.00 fee of which will include rescheduling dives to a later date.

o For Dives Requiring Decompression Stops: A minimum preflight surface interval
greater than 18 hours is suggested.
